
ABOUT ST. MARK DAY SCHOOL


· Hours are 9:00 am – 1:00 pm; Monday – Friday; September – May
· St. Mark Day School is a Christian Based Preschool for children ages 12 Months - 4 Years of age.  The 4-hour program consists of school ready learning along with play and extra areas of special learning.
· Class sizes are 10-12 per class with two teachers.
· Children entering the 3 Year Old Class must be potty trained, or have begun potty training, using the potty regularly. No diapers or pull ups. Occasional accidents are ok. It is up to the Director to determine if the child will be accepted to the program based on level of potty training.
· All doors to the school and Church are locked for safety and have to be physically opened by staff.
· Cameras are located on the outside of the building in the front and the back of the Church.
· Extra Areas of Learning per week:  Spanish, Music, Sign Language, Art, Science, Chapel and Library.
· All teachers and staff have taken CPR/First Aid and are certified with infant and adult.
· All teachers and staff have completed Darkness to Light Training and have undergone a background check prior to employment.
· All children must be immunized to attend St. Mark Day School.  Waivers of ANY kind are not accepted.
· The school year is September - May and we accept enrollment throughout the year based on availability.
· Class placement is determined by the age of the child on September 1st. This coincides with Charleston County School Districts policy.
· St. Mark Day School follows the Charleston County Schools inclement weather policies but does not follow Charleston County Schools “days off” policy.
· St. Mark Day School offers an Early Morning Drop Off.  Children may be dropped off at 8:00 am for an additional fee of $100.00 per month, per child.
